Fingers and thumbs 
Hands – all parts, back, front, side, fists….  
Straws – singularly or a bunch tied together to paint or blow through. 
Cotton buds 
String, wool 
Marbles or balls rolled across paper  
Sponges, whole or cut into smaller shapes and sizes 
Twigs, feathers, pine cones and other natural materials  
Spatulas 
Forks and/or spoons 
Pastry wheels and cutters 
Dish washing implements – string mops, sponges, brushes, scouring 
clothes 
Cotton wool balls/pads 
Pads made from scraps from different textured materials 
Pipettes 
Gravy baster 
Squeegee (rubber window cleaner) 
Roll on deodorant bottles (empty and washed thoroughly) 
Squeeze bottles 
Hair rollers – sponge and spikey 
Flour sifters 
Rolling pins – plain or with string tied around to make different patterns 

Combs – real or made from cardboard
